While this may be taken
as a criticism of the people’s shallowness, it actually affirms their validity. #4 The Italian tradition,
represented by Dante, recognizes the Roman Caesars as the heirs of Alexander. The question of
whether Cesare Borgia is capable of maintaining and building upon the foundations he inherits from
his Alexander is central to The Prince.
