PROSE AND REVERENT TONE.

2. HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE

THIS COLLABORATIVE SCHOLARLY EFFORT AIMED TO PRODUCE A TEXT THAT WAS BOTH ACCURATE TO THE ORIGINAL
LANGUAGES AND POETIC IN STYLE, SUITABLE FOR PUBLIC READING IN CHURCHES. THE RESULT WAS A BIBLE THAT COMBINED
REVERENCE FOR THE SACRED TEXTS WITH AN ELEVATED USE OF EARLY MODERN ENGLISH, CREATING A WORK THAT WAS NOT
ONLY A RELIGIOUS DOCUMENT BUT ALSO A LITERARY MASTERPIECE.

LINGUISTIC AND LITERARY CHARACTERISTICS

ONE OF THE DEFINING FEATURES OF THE BIBLE THE KING JAMES VERSION IS ITS DISTINCTIVE LANGUAGE. THE TRANSLATORS

\X/HEN COMPARED TO CONTEMPORARY BIBLE TRANSLATIONS, THE KING JAMES VERSION STANDS OUT FOR ITS LITERARY
QUALITY BUT ALSO PRESENTS CHALLENGES RELATED TO LANGUAGE COMPREHENSION. MODERN VERSIONS SUCH AS THE NEW

RESONANCE. |ITS FORMAL LANGUAGE CAN SOMETIMES OBSCURE MEANING FOR MODERN READERS UNFAMILIAR WITH ARCHAIC TERMS,
YET FOR OTHERS, THIS VERY FEATURE PRESERVES A SENSE OF SACREDNESS AND HISTORICAL CONTINUITY.

IMPACT AND CULTURAL SIGNIFICANCE

THE INFLUENCE OF THE BIBLE THE KING JAMES VERSION EXTENDS BEYOND RELIGIOUS OBSERVANCE. |T HAS SHAPED ENGLISH-

In that, Plato (through the caricature
of Socrates) explains that inspiration is like a magnet, and that once it touches a ring of iron, the
ring becomes magnetic as well. I believe that God, through the course of living events, touches some
of us. When some, particularly the Apostles and Prophets, are in their closest communication with
God, their thoughts become divine. When those thoughts come out on ink and paper, that ink and
paper becomes (in a sense) embedded with divine thoughts. To borrow an analogy from another
great thinker, it is like a map of a great idea. The map is not the ocean. It can't get me wet. I can't
sail my boat on it. But if I want to know the safest and best places to get wet or the most efficient
way to sail my boat, the map is a better guide than a swimming pool.I really understand where
Jefferson and Luther were coming from.

However poorly he got started, Erasmus set out to understand
what the Bible said in the original language.So if I still end up having texts that are difficult for me
and not having the clarity of text I might hope for, what is the point of creating a Corrected King
James Bible?
