Concerning God, Darwin wrote about “. . . the laws
impressed on matter by the Creator” (p488). Yet, evolutionist Jerry Coyne of the University of
Chicago wrote that “the bulk of Darwin’s 1859 book, On the Origin of Species (first edition) actually
comprises evidence for evolution.” This claim was in a 2014 letter from atheists complaining about
the author to his University President. A signer of this letter (from the Freedom From Religion
Foundation) was British multi-millionaire, Richard Dawkins. Atheists such as Coyne and Dawkins
have no evidence for their claims that life came from chemicals, that we descended from a common
ancestor, or that there is no God. They believe these claims.
