After the service, the
grandfather of the cat owner who spoke during my sermon and her aunt came to me and thanked me
for the opportunity given to the young lady to talk for the first time in public, which would enable
her to express herself publicly. When I was praying at home after the sermon, I had the feeling that
God wanted me to tell people to try out what seems to be unusual for them. It has been my concern
for many years that many couples don't take their wedding vows seriously. It is affecting children a
great deal; many children have two or three stepparents. Those children without stepparents seem
to be the odd ones among their peers. In Canada, about 50% of first marriages may likely end up in
divorce. One may presume that the rate of divorce in second marriages would be lower, but instead
it is higher at 72% while, third marriages have the highest divorce rate of 85% (Comparative Annual
Divorce Rate in Canada). Similarly, in America, the first marriage divorce rate ranges from 41 - 50%;
second marriage divorce rate is between 60-67% and third marriage is between 73-74%.

Since
the idea of letter writing is becoming obsolete, one may be wondering why letters to marital couples,
and not email, text, or any other modern means of communication.

The group Leaders, Counsellors or Pastors should not use the book as a weapon of judgment against
anyone, but as a means of correction and education. The book is calling people who just want a
family and not a marriage. Many couples lose love in their marriages. Love is the greatest gift God
gives to people but many people do not accept it. They choose anger instead of peace or love from
God. The book is calling the readers who are making wrong decisions for wrong reasons. We should
not let bitterness, anger, frustration, alcohol, drugs, etc., ruin our marital relationships. The
principles of marital solutions in the book focus on God.
