Though he grew up in poverty and a
world entrenched in systemic racism as well as dealt with family tragedies, Tom beat impossible
odds, proving the naysayers of his youth wrong. He not only worked hard and became an
outstanding lawyer, but reached the pinnacle of judiciary—and became the first Black man in
Oklahoma to do so.
