In
addition to critical analysis of the texts, each chapter reads the discourses of tolerance and
cosmopolitanism against present-day cultural contexts: ongoing debates regarding multicultural
education, gay and lesbian rights, and neo-Nazi activities. The book addresses essential questions of
tolerance and toleration that have not been otherwise considered in Holocaust studies or cultural
studies of children’s literature.
