THE GEOGRAPHIC VULNERABILITY OF ST. AUGUSTINE

ST. AUGUSTINE’S LOCATION MAKES IT PARTICULARLY SUSCEPTIBLE TO HURRICANES. POSITIONED ON THE ATLANTIC COAST OF
FLORIDA, THE CITY LIES ALONG COMMON HURRICANE PATHS THAT MOVE UP THE SOUTHEASTERN UNITED STATES. W ARM OCEAN
WATERS NEAR THE COAST PROVIDE AMPLE FUEL FOR THESE STORMS, ESPECIALLY DURING THE PEAK HURRICANE SEASON FROM
JUNE THROUGH NOVEMBER. THE CITY’S LOW ELEVATION AND PROXIMITY TO BOTH THE ATLANTIC OCEAN AND THE
INTRACOASTAL W ATERWAY INCREASE THE RISK OF STORM SURGES AND FLOODING.

WHY ST. AUGUSTINE IS IN THE HURRICANE CROSSHAIRS

THE COMBINATION OF GEOGRAPHY AND CLIMATE MEANS ST. AUGUSTINE EXPERIENCES A SPECTRUM OF TROPICAL WEATHER
EVENTS, FROM MINOR TROPICAL DEPRESSIONS TO POWERFUL HURRICANES. OVER THE CENTURIES, THIS HAS INFLUENCED URBAN
PLANNING, ARCHITECTURE, AND EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS STRATEGIES. THE HISTORICAL COASTLINE CHANGES DUE TO STORM
IMPACTS ALSO SHAPED HOW THE CITY EXPANDED AND PROTECTED ITS LANDMARKS.

HisToriCc HURRICANES THAT IMPACTED ST. AUGUSTINE

SEVERAL SIGNIFICANT HURRICANES HAVE LEFT THEIR MARK ON ST. AUGUSTINE, ALTERING ITS LANDSCAPE AND HISTORY. THESE
STORMS VARY IN INTENSITY AND CONSEQUENCES BUT COLLECTIVELY ILLUSTRATE THE CITY’S ENDURING BATTLE WITH NATURE’S
FURY.

THe 1821 HurrICANE: A HisTORIC MILESTONE

ONE OF THE EARLIEST RECORDED HURRICANES TO HIT ST. AUGUSTINE WAS THE 1821 HURRICANE, WHICH MADE LANDFALL
SHORTLY AFTER FLORIDA BECAME A U.S. TERRITORY. THIS STORM CAUSED WIDESPREAD DESTRUCTION, DAMAGING MANY OF THE
CITY’S COLONIAL-ERA BUILDINGS AND DISRUPTING TRADE ROUTES ALONG THE COAST. HISTORICAL ACCOUNTS DESCRIBE
FLOODING, UPROOTED TREES, AND DAMAGED DOCKS THAT HAMPERED RECOVERY EFFORTS FOR WEEKS.

THE 1944 GREAT ATLANTIC HURRICANE

THE GREAT ATLANTIC HURRICANE OF 1944 wAS A CATEGORY 3 STORM WHEN IT BRUSHED PAST ST. AUGUSTINE. T
BROUGHT HEAVY RAINS AND STRONG WINDS, CAUSING POWER OUTAGES AND STRUCTURAL DAMAGE. WHILE NOT A DIRECT HIT,
THE STORM’S PROXIMITY TESTED THE CITY’S PREPAREDNESS DURING W/ ORLD W/ AR I, A TIME WHEN RESOURCES WERE STRETCHED
THIN. THE EVENT UNDERSCORED THE NEED FOR IMPROVED COMMUNICATION AND EMERGENCY RESPONSE SYSTEMS IN THE REGION.



HurricANE DorA (1964)

HURRICANE DORA STANDS OUT AS ONE OF THE MOST IMPACTFUL HURRICANES IN ST. AUGUSTINE’S RECENT HISTORY. MAKING
LANDFALL AS A CATEGORY 2 HURRICANE, DORA CAUSED SIGNIFICANT FLOODING AND WIND DAMAGE. THE STORM SURGE
INUNDATED COASTAL NEIGHBORHOODS, DESTROYING DOCKS AND DAMAGING HISTORIC BUILDINGS. IT ALSO LED TO WIDESPREAD
POWER OUTAGES AND ROAD CLOSURES, HIGHLIGHTING VULNERABILITIES IN INFRASTRUCTURE THAT PROMPTED UPGRADES IN THE
FOLLOWING DECADES.

HurricANE MATTHEW (2016)

MoRE RECENTLY, HURRICANE MATTHEW PASSED NEAR ST. AUGUSTINE AS A POWERFUL CATEGORY 3 STORM. WHILE THE CITY
AVOIDED A DIRECT HIT, THE STORM STILL BROUGHT HEAVY RAINS, FLOODING, AND WIND DAMAGE. COASTAL EROSION BECAME A
CONCERN, THREATENING BEACHES AND NATURAL HABITATS. THE EVENT ACCELERATED DISCUSSIONS ABOUT CLIMATE CHANGE’S
ROLE IN INCREASING HURRICANE INTENSITY AND FREQUENCY, INFLUENCING HOW ST. AUGUSTINE PLANS FOR FUTURE STORMS.

How ST. AUGUSTINE HAS ADAPTED OVER TIME

ST. AUGUSTINE’S HURRICANE HISTORY HAS DRIVEN THE CITY TO EVOLVE IN HOW IT PREPARES FOR AND RESPONDS TO TROPICAL
STORMS. FROM ARCHITECTURAL ADAPTATIONS TO COMMUNITY-DRIVEN EMERGENCY PLANNING, THE LESSONS LEARNED FROM PAST
HURRICANES HAVE HELPED BUILD RESILIENCE.

BuILDING CODES AND STRUCTURAL REINFORCEMENTS

ONE OF THE MOST VISIBLE CHANGES IS THE IMPLEMENTATION OF STRONGER BUILDING CODES DESIGNED TO WITHSTAND
HURRICANE-FORCE WINDS AND FLOODING. HISTORIC STRUCTURES HAVE BEEN RETROFITTED WITH STORM SHUTTERS AND
REINFORCED WINDOWS, WHILE NEXW CONSTRUCTION OFTEN INCLUDES ELEVATED FOUNDATIONS AND HURRICANE-RESISTANT
MATERIALS. THESE UPGRADES HELP REDUCE DAMAGE AND PROTECT RESIDENTS AND VISITORS ALIKE.

EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS AND COMMUNITY RESPONSE

LOCAL AUTHORITIES HAVE DEVELOPED COMPREHENSIVE EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT PLANS THAT INCLUDE EVACUATION ROUTES,
PUBLIC SHELTERS, AND REAL-TIME COMMUNICATION SYSTEMS. COMMUNITY EDUCATION CAMPAIGNS EMPHASIZE THE IMPORT ANCE
OF PREPAREDNESS, SUCH AS ASSEMBLING EMERGENCY KITS AND HAVING EVACUATION PLANS. THE CITY ALSO COLLABORATES
WITH STATE AND FEDERAL AGENCIES TO ENSURE RAPID RESPONSE AND RECOVERY AFTER STORMS.

ENVIRONMENTAL AND COASTAL PROTECTION EFFORTS

RECOGNIZING THE ROLE OF NATURAL BARRIERS, ST. AUGUSTINE HAS INVESTED IN PRESERVING DUNES, WETLANDS, AND
MANGROVES THAT HELP BUFFER STORM SURGES AND REDUCE FLOODING. BEACH NOURISHMENT PROJECTS AIM TO REPLENISH SAND
LOST DURING HURRICANES, MAINTAINING THE CITY’S APPEAL AS A TOURIST DESTINATION WHILE ENHANCING RESILIENCE AGAINST
FUTURE STORMS.

LESSONS FROM ST. AUGUSTINE’S HURRICANE HISTORY FOR RESIDENTS AND



VISITORS

(UNDERSTANDING THE CITY’S HURRICANE HISTORY IS ESSENTIAL NOT JUST FOR HISTORIANS BUT FOR ANYONE LIVING IN OR
VISITING ST. AUGUSTINE. AWARENESS OF PAST STORMS CAN INFORM BETTER PERSONAL PREPAREDNESS AND APPRECIATION OF
THE CITY’S ONGOING EFFORTS TO ADAPT TO CHANGING WEATHER PATTERNS.

® STAY INFORMED: KEEPING UP WITH WEATHER UPDATES DURING HURRICANE SEASON CAN PROVIDE CRITICAL TIME TO
PREPARE OR EVACUATE IF NECESSARY.

o PREPARE EMERGENCY KITS: INCLUDE ESSENTIALS LIKE WATER, FOOD, MEDICATIONS, AND IMPORTANT DOCUMENTS,
ESPECIALLY FOR FAMILIES AND TOURISTS.

® ResPeCT EVACUATION ORDERS: AUTHORITIES’ RECOMMENDATIONS ARE BASED ON EXTENSIVE PLANNING AND HISTORICAL
DATA, DESIGNED TO KEEP PEOPLE SAFE.

o SuPPORT LOCAL RESILIENCE INITIATIVES: PARTICIPATE IN COMMUNITY EFFORTS TO STRENGTHEN INFRASTRUCTURE AND
ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTIONS.

THe FUTURE OF HURRICANE PREPAREDNESS IN ST. AUGUSTINE

AS CLIMATE CHANGE CONTINUES TO INFLUENCE WEATHER PATTERNS, ST. AUGUSTINE’S HURRICANE HISTORY BECOMES EVEN MORE
RELEVANT. SCIENTISTS PREDICT THAT THE ATLANTIC HURRICANE SEASON MAY GROW LONGER AND PRODUCE MORE INTENSE
STORMS, PUTTING COASTAL CITIES LIKE ST. AUGUSTINE AT GREATER RISK.

IN RESPONSE, THE CITY IS EXPLORING ADVANCED FORECASTING TECHNOLOGIES, ENHANCING INFRASTRUCTURE RESILIENCE, AND
PROMOTING SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT PRACTICES. |HESE EFFORTS AIM TO PRESERVE THE CITY’S RICH HISTORICAL HERITAGE
WHILE PROTECTING ITS RESIDENTS AND VISITORS FROM THE INCREASING THREAT OF HURRICANES.

\W/HAT IS THE HISTORY OF HURRICANES IN ST. AUGUSTINE, FL?

ST. AUGUSTINE, FL, HAS EXPERIENCED NUMEROUS HURRICANES THROUGHOUT ITS HISTORY DUE TO ITS LOCATION ON THE
ATLANTIC COAST. THE CITY HAS FACED SIGNIFICANT STORMS SINCE THE EARLY COLONIAL PERIOD, WITH NOTABLE HURRICANES
CAUSING DAMAGE TO INFRASTRUCTURE AND AFFECTING THE LOCAL POPULATION.

\W/HICH HURRICANE CAUSED THE MOST DAMAGE IN ST. AUGUSTINE, FL?

THE 1944 HURRICANE KING CAUSED EXTENSIVE DAMAGE IN ST. AUGUSTINE, FL, DESTROYING BUILDINGS, FLOODING STREETS,
AND DISRUPTING DAILY LIFE. |T IS CONSIDERED ONE OF THE MOST DESTRUCTIVE STORMS IN THE CITY'S HISTORY.

How oOFTEN DOES ST. AUGUSTINE, FL EXPERIENCE HURRICANES?

ST. AUGUSTINE, FL TYPICALLY EXPERIENCES A HURRICANE OR TROPICAL STORM EVERY FEW YEARS, WITH THE HURRICANE



SEASON RUNNING FROMJUNE To NOVEMBER. I‘IO\X/EVER/ THE FREQUENCY AND INTENSITY CAN VARY WIDELY FROM YEAR TO YEAR.

\WHAT WAS THE IMPACT OF HURRICANE MATTHEW ON ST. AUGUSTINE, FL?

HURRICANE MATTHEW IN 20 16 BROUGHT HEAVY RAIN, STRONG WINDS, AND COASTAL FLOODING TO ST. AUGUSTINE, FL.
W/HILE THE CITY AVOIDED CATASTROPHIC DAMAGE, SOME FLOODING AND POWER OUTAGES WERE REPORTED.

ARE HURRICANES BECOMING MORE FREQUENT OR INTENSE IN ST. AUGUSTINE, FL?

RECENT STUDIES SUGGEST THAT HURRICANES AFFECTING ST. AUGUSTINE, I:I_, LIKE MUCH OF THE ATLANTIC COAST, MAY BE
INCREASING IN INTENSITY DUE TO CLIMATE CHANGE, ALTHOUGH THE FREQUENCY VARIES. THE REGION CONTINUES TO PREPARE FOR
STRONGER STORMS.

How pib ST. AUGUSTINE, FL RECOVER FROM PAST HURRICANES?

RECOVERY EFFORTS IN ST. AUGUSTINE, FL AFTER HURRICANES HAVE INCLUDED REBUILDING INFRASTRUCTURE, RESTORING POWER
AND WATER SERVICES, AND PROVIDING AID TO AFFECTED RESIDENTS. THE COMMUNITY AND LOCAL GOVERNMENT COLLABORATE
CLOSELY TO ENSURE RESILIENCE AGAINST FUTURE STORMS.

\WHAT MEASURES DOES ST. AUGUSTINE, FL TAKE TO PREPARE FOR HURRICANES?

ST. AUGUSTINE, FL HAS IMPLEMENTED EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS PLANS, INCLUDING EVACUATION ROUTES, PUBLIC AW ARENESS
CAMPAIGNS, AND INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS TO MITIGATE HURRICANE IMPACTS AND PROTECT RESIDENTS.

HAVE ANY HURRICANES MADE DIRECT LANDFALL IN ST. AUGUSTINE, FL?

YES, SEVERAL HURRICANES HAVE MADE DIRECT OR NEAR-DIRECT LANDFALL IN OR NEAR ST. AUGUSTINE, FL, INCLUDING
HurrICANE DorA IN 1964 AND HURRICANE MATTHEW IN 20 16, CAUSING SIGNIFICANT WEATHER EVENTS IN THE CITY.

\WHAT WAS THE EARLIEST RECORDED HURRICANE TO IMPACT ST. AUGUSTINE, FL?

THE EARLIEST RECORDED HURRICANE TO IMPACT ST. AUGUSTINE, FL DATES BACK TO THE 16TH AND 17 TH CENTURIES, WITH
HISTORICAL ACCOUNTS FROM SPANISH EXPLORERS DOCUMENTING SEVERE STORMS AFFECTING THE AREA.

How DoEs ST. AUGUSTINE, FL'S HURRICANE HISTORY INFLUENCE ITS ARCHITECTURE?

ST. AUGUSTINE, FL'S HURRICANE HISTORY HAS INFLUENCED ITS ARCHITECTURE BY ENCOURAGING THE USE OF STURDY
MATERIALS LIKE COQUINA STONE AND DESIGNS THAT WITHSTAND STRONG WINDS AND FLOODING, REFLECTING CENTURIES OF
ADAPTATION TO THE COASTAL ENVIRONMENT.

HisTorICAL OVERVIEW OF HURRICANES IN ST. AUGUSTINE, FL

POSITIONED ON FLORIDA’S ATLANTIC COAST, ST. AUGUSTINE’S GEOGRAPHICAL LOCATION EXPOSES IT TO HURRICANES
TRAVELING NORTHWARD ALONG THE EASTERN SEABOARD. THE CITY’S HURRICANE HISTORY DATES BACK TO THE EARLY
COLONIAL PERIOD, WITH DOCUMENTED STORMS AFFECTING THE AREA SINCE THE 1OTH CENTURY. THESE EARLY HURRICANES
OFTEN DISRUPTED SETTLEMENT EFFORTS AND ALTERED THE COURSE OF DEVELOPMENT IN THE REGION.

[N MORE RECENT HISTORY, THE 20TH AND 2 1ST CENTURIES HAVE PROVIDED A CLEARER METEOROLOGICAL RECORD, SHOWING
THAT WHILE ST. AUGUSTINE MAY NOT BE THE MOST FREQUENTLY HIT CITY IN FLORIDA, IT REMAINS VULNERABLE TO SIGNIFICANT
HURRICANE EVENTS. THE CITY HAS EXPERIENCED A RANGE OF STORM INTENSITIES, FROM TROPICAL STORMS CAUSING MODERATE
FLOODING TO MAJOR HURRICANES INFLICTING SEVERE DAMAGE.

NoTABLE HURRICANES AFFECTING ST. AUGUSTINE

SEVERAL HURRICANES STAND OUT IN ST. AUGUSTINE FL HURRICANE HISTORY DUE TO THEIR INTENSITY AND IMPACT:

o THE 1944 HURRICANE: OF TEN REFERRED TO AS THE “GREAT ATLANTIC HURRICANE,” THIS POWERFUL STORM CAUSED
EXTENSIVE DAMAGE TO COASTAL INFRASTRUCTURE IN ST. AUGUSTINE. [T BROUGHT HIGH WINDS AND STORM SURGE
THAT FLOODED MANY LOW-LYING AREAS.

o HurricaNe DorA (1964): DorRA MADE LANDFALL NEAR THE CITY AS A CATEGORY 2 HURRICANE. |T WAS NOTABLE FOR
CAUSING SIGNIFICANT STORM SURGE AND WIND DAMAGE THAT AFFECTED HOMES, BUSINESSES, AND THE HISTORIC
DISTRICT.

o HurrICANE FLOYD (1999): ALTHOUGH FLOYD WEAKENED BEFORE REACHING ST. AUGUSTINE, IT STILL PRODUCED
HEAVY RAINFALL AND FLOODING, TESTING THE CITY’S DRAINAGE AND EMERGENCY SYSTEMS.

o HUrrRICANE MATTHEW (2016); THIS CATEGORY 3 HURRICANE PASSED CLOSE ENOUGH TO CAUSE CONSIDERABLE
COASTAL EROSION AND POWER OUTAGES. THE CITY’S RESPONSE HIGHLIGHTED IMPROVEMENTS IN HURRICANE
PREPAREDNESS OVER THE DECADES.

o HURRICANE [RMA (2017): ONE OF THE MOST IMPACTFUL RECENT STORMS, IRMA AFFECTED THE ENTIRE FLORIDA
COASTLINE, INCLUDING ST. AUGUSTINE. THE CITY EXPERIENCED STRONG WINDS, FLOODING, AND WIDESPREAD DAMAGE,
PROMPTING EXTENSIVE RECOVERY EFFORTS.

PATTERNS AND TRENDS IN ST. AUGUSTINE’S HURRICANE ACTIVITY

ANALYSIS OF ST. AUGUSTINE FL HURRICANE HISTORY INDICATES SEVERAL KEY TRENDS. FIRST, THE CITY IS MORE SUSCEPTIBLE
TO HURRICANES DURING THE PEAK ATLANTIC HURRICANE SEASON, FROM AUGUST THROUGH OCTOBER. STORMS ORIGINATING IN
THE CARIBBEAN OR MOVING UP THE ATLANTIC COAST FREQUENTLY AFFECT THE AREA.

SECOND, WHILE DIRECT HITS BY MAJOR HURRICANES (CATEGORY 3 OR HIGHER) ARE RELATIVELY INFREQUENT COMPARED TO
OTHER PARTS OF FLORIDA, THE CUMULATIVE EFFECT OF TROPICAL STORMS AND LESSER HURRICANES HAS CONTRIBUTED TO
GRADUAL COASTAL CHANGES, INCLUDING EROSION AND SALTWATER INTRUSION INTO FRESHWATER SYSTEMS.

METEOROLOGICAL DATA ALSO SHOWS AN INCREASING PATTERN OF RAPID INTENSIFICATION AND ERRATIC STORM TRACKS IN
RECENT DECADES, CONSISTENT WITH BROADER ATLANTIC HURRICANE TRENDS LINKED TO CLIMATE CHANGE. THIS TREND
UNDERSCORES THE IMPORTANCE OF CONTINUOUS MONITORING AND ADAPTIVE EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT STRATEGIES FOR ST.
AUGUSTINE.



IMPACT ON INFRASTRUCTURE AND ECONOMY

THE CITY’S HISTORIC ARCHITECTURE AND TOURISM-BASED ECONOMY FACE UNIQUE CHALLENGES FROM HURRICANE ACTIVITY.
MANY OF ST. AUGUSTINE’S STRUCTURES DATE BACK HUNDREDS OF YEARS, AND WHILE PRESERVATION EFFORTS HAVE BEEN
ROBUST, HURRICANES POSE A CONSTANT THREAT TO THEIR INTEGRITY.

STORM SURGES AND FLOODING CAN DISRUPT LOCAL BUSINESSES, ESPECIALLY THOSE IN THE HOSPITALITY SECTOR.
ADDITIONALLY, DAMAGE TO ROADS, UTILITIES, AND PUBLIC FACILITIES DURING HURRICANES OFTEN LEADS TO LONG RECOVERY

PERIODS. HO\X/EVER, THE CITY HAS INVESTED IN MODERNIZING INFRASTRUCTURE TO BETTER WITHSTAND STORMS, INCLUDING
REINFORCED SEAWALLS, IMPROVED DRAINAGE SYSTEMS, AND EMERGENCY SHELTERS.

PREPAREDNESS AND RESILIENCE MEASURES IN ST. AUGUSTINE

IN RESPONSE TO ITS HURRICANE HISTORY, ST. AUGUSTINE HAS DEVELOPED COMPREHENSIVE EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT PLANS.
THESE INCLUDE EARLY W ARNING SYSTEMS, EVACUATION ROUTES, AND COMMUNITY EDUCATION PROGRAMS AIMED AT MINIMIZING
LOSS OF LIFE AND PROPERTY DAMAGE.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT AND EDUCATION
