6. Bring it up and through the neck loop again.
7. Pull the wide end down to the front, crossing over the knot.
8. Pass it up through the neck loop one more time.

9. Bring the wide end down through the loop in front and tighten.

While it takes a bit more practice, the Full Windsor knot gives a commanding presence and
works best with formal suits.
