As public opinion turned, Franklin Delano Roosevelt
promised to repeal Prohibition in 1932. The legalization of beer came in April 1933, followed by the
Twenty-first Amendment's repeal of the Eighteenth that December. State alcohol control boards
soon adopted strong regulations, and their legacies continue to influence American drinking habits.
Soon after, Bill Wilson and Dr. Bob Smith founded Alcoholics Anonymous (AA). The alcohol problem
had shifted from being a moral issue during the century to a social, cultural, and political one during
the campaign for Prohibition, and finally, to a therapeutic one involving individuals. As drinking
returned to pre-Prohibition levels, a Neo-Prohibition emerged, led by groups such as Mothers
against Drunk Driving, and ultimately resulted in a higher legal drinking age and other legislative
measures.
