As habilidades essenciais para o nosso sucesso nao
serao mais as habilidades técnicas do lado esquerdo do cérebro, ensinadas em sala de aula, que o
progresso economico exigia dos trabalhadores no passado. Na verdade, nossa maior vantagem esta
naquilo que nos, seres humanos, somos mais fortemente estimulados a fazer uns pelos outros e com
os outros, decorrente de nossas habilidades mais profundas e essencialmente humanas - empatia,
criatividade, sensibilidade social, contar historias, humor, desenvolver relacionamentos e nos
exprimir com um poder maior do que a légica jamais conseguiria. E assim que criaremos um valor
duravel ndo facilmente copiado pela tecnologia - pois somos programados para desejar que iSso
venha de seres humanos.
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
