(because sometimes finding the right word takes time.) With passion and wonder Rocca and
Greenberg recount the stories of yesterday’s and today’s strongest finishers. Because with all due
respect to the Golden Girls, some people will never be content sitting out on the lanai. (PS Actress
Estelle Getty was sixty-two when she got her big break. And yes, she’s in the book.)

As such, Intellivision fills a crucial gap in videogame scholarship, telling the story of
a console that sold millions and competed aggressively against Atari. Drawing on a wealth of data
from both institutional and personal archives and over 150 interviews with programmers, engineers,
executives, marketers, and designers, Boellstorff and Soderman examine the relationship between
videogames and toys—an under-analyzed aspect of videogame history—and discuss the impact of
home computing on the rise of videogames, the gendered implications of play and videogame design
at Mattel, and the blurring of work and play in the early games industry.

a golden age for representations of African American life on TV sitcoms: Sanford & Son, Good Times,
The Jeffersons. Surprisingly, nearly all the decade’s notable Black sitcoms were made by a single
company, Tandem Productions. Founded by two white men, the successful team behind All in the
Family, writer Norman Lear and director Bud Yorkin, Tandem gave unprecedented opportunities to
Black actors, writers, and producers to break into the television industry. However, these Black
auteurs also struggled to get the economic privileges and creative autonomy regularly granted to
their white counterparts. Scratchin’ and Survivin’ discovers surprising parallels between the
behind-the-scenes drama at Tandem and the plotlines that aired on their sitcoms, as both real and
fictional African Americans devised various strategies for getting their fair share out of systems
prone to exploiting their labor. The media scholar Adrien Sebro describes these tactics as a form of
“hustle economics,” and he pays special attention to the ways that Black women—including
actresses like LaWanda Page, Isabel Sanford, and Esther Rolle—had to hustle for recognition.
Exploring Tandem’s complex legacy, including its hit racially mixed sitcom Diff’rent Strokes, he
showcases the Black talent whose creative agency and labor resilience helped to transform the
television industry.

(which analyses some of Griffith’s early films and Barker’s The Italian, 1915), and “Revising Gender
Perspectives”, which includes chapters focusing on single films - such as Dmytryk’s Christ in
Concrete (1949), De Michiel’s Tarantella (1995), and Bonifacio’s Amexicano (2007) - and survey
essays that discuss the Italian American ‘celluloid closet’ and some of Savoca’s films. Part II, “Italian
Americans in Other Media”, offers a wide range of essays informed by different approaches that
investigate the immigrant experience in terms of transmediality and transnationality. The types of
media examined in this section include television and graphic novels as well as puppetry, Instagram,
and Internet memes. Part III contains interviews with Italian American scholars, movie directors,
and performers. Together, the contributions to this collection demonstrate the vitality, mutation, and
persistence of Italian Americanness in visual media.

audiences, which were critical for the move to mass camp throughout American culture by the early
seventies. Camp TV of the 1960s is essential reading for students and scholars in television studies
and others interested in the history and theory of camp, the 1960s, or popular culture, as well as
fans of these well-known but generally understudied television programs.
