reason to shift.

- Correct: She **was** reading when the phone **rang**.

- Incorrect: She **was** reading when the phone **rings**.

Modifiers and Placement

Modifiers should be placed as close as possible to the words they describe to avoid ambiguity.

- Correct: She wore a red dress **to the party™**.

- Incorrect: She wore a red dress. To the party, she went.

Parallel Structure

Lists or comparisons should follow the same grammatical format.



- Correct: | like **running, swimming, and biking**.

- Incorrect: | like **running, swimming, and to bike**.

Punctuation Essentials for SAT Writing

Punctuation can subtly change meaning and clarity. The SAT Writing cheat sheet should highlight

these core punctuation rules:

Commas

- Use commas to separate elements in a list: apples, oranges, and bananas.
- Use commas after introductory phrases: After the game, we went home.
- Use commas to set off nonessential information: My brother, who lives in New York, is visiting.

- Avoid comma splices: Don’t join two independent clauses with just a comma.

Semicolons and Colons

- Semicolons link closely related independent clauses: | went to the store; | forgot to buy milk.

- Colons introduce lists or explanations: She brought three things: a book, a pen, and a notebook.

Apostrophes

- Show possession: The girl’s bike.
- Indicate contractions: It’s (it is) a sunny day.

- Don’t use for plurals: Apples, not apple’s.



Sentence Structure and Clarity Tips

The SAT Writing section values clear, concise expression. Here’s what your cheat sheet should note

about sentence structure:

Avoid Run-On Sentences

Run-ons occur when two independent clauses are joined without proper punctuation.

- Fix with a period, semicolon, or coordinating conjunction (and, but, or).

Use Active Voice

Active voice is generally preferred for clarity and directness.

- Active: The committee **approved** the proposal.

- Passive: The proposal **was approved™ by the committee.

Conciseness and Redundancy

Eliminate unnecessary words and avoid repeating the same idea.

- Wordy: Due to the fact that it was raining, we stayed indoors.

- Concise: Because it was raining, we stayed indoors.

- Their / There / They’re

- Your / You’re

-lts / It’s

- Affect / Effect

- Then / Than

- Who / Whom
