In addition to critical analysis, each chapter
also provides historical background based on the work of prominent genocide scholars. To conduct
research for the book, Gangi traveled to Bosnia, engaged in conversation with young people from
Rwanda, and spoke with scholars who had traveled to or lived in Guatemala and Cambodia. This
book analyses the ways contemporary children, typically ages ten and up, are engaged in the study
of genocide, and addresses the ways in which child survivors who have witnessed genocide are
helped by literature that mirrors their experiences.
