JomoN AND Y Avol PeriODS

NARA AND HelAN PerIODS

THe NARA PErIOD (7 10-794) SAW THE INTRODUCTION OF BUDDHIST ART, INCLUDING GRAND SCULPTURES AND TEMPLE
ARCHITECTURE INFLUENCED BY CHINA AND KOREA. THE HelAN PERIOD (794~-1185) ADVANCED COURTLY AESTHETICS, WITH

MeDIEVAL JAPANESE ART AND |TS DEVELOPMENT

KAMAKURA PerIOD

THe KAMAKURA PERIOD (1185-1333) IS NOTED FOR REALISTIC AND DYNAMIC SCULPTURES OF BUDDHIST DEITIES,
EMPHASIZING POWERFUL EXPRESSIONS AND DETAILED CRAFTSMANSHIP.

MINIMALIST INK PAINTINGS (SUMI-E) AND GARDEN DESIGN. THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE TEA CEREMONY ALSO INTEGRATED AESTHETIC
PRINCIPLES THAT IMPACTED VARIOUS ART FORMS.

Epo PerioD: THE FLOURISHING OF TRADITIONAL ARTS

THe Epo periob (1603-186:8) REPRESENTS A GOLDEN AGE OF JAPANESE ART, CHARACTERIZED BY URBANIZATION, ECONOMIC
GROWTH, AND THE EMERGENCE OF POPULAR CULTURE. THIS ERA IS ESPECIALLY FAMOUS FOR UKIYO-E WOODBLOCK PRINTS,
KABUKI THEATER, AND REFINED CRAFTS.

Ukiyo-e AND PopuLAR CULTURE

UKIYO‘E, MEANING “PICTURES OF THE FLOATING \X/ORLD/’) CAPTURED SCENES OF EVERYDAY LIFE, LANDSCAPES, AND FAMOUS
ACTORS. ARTISTS LIKE HOKUSAI AND HIROSHIGE PRODUCED PRINTS THAT GAINED INTERNATIONAL ACCLAIM, INFLUENCING
W/ESTERN ART MOVEMENTS SUCH AS IMPRESSIONISM.

CRAFTS AND DECORATIVE ARTS

THE EDO PERIOD ALSO SAW ADVANCEMENTS IN CERAMICS, LACQUERW ARE, AND TEXTILES. TECHNIQUES SUCH AS CLOISONN
ENAMEL AND KUTANI PORCELAIN REACHED NEW HEIGHTS, COMBINING TECHNICAL SKILL WITH ELABORATE DECORATION.

MelI RESTORATION AND THE INTRODUCTION OF WESTERN INFLUENCES

THE Meyt ResToRATION (1868-1912) MARKED A PERIOD OF RAPID MODERNIZATION AND WESTERNIZATION, DEEPLY AFFECTING
JAPANESE ART. TRADITIONAL TECHNIQUES MERGED WITH W/ESTERN STYLES, LEADING TO NEW ARTISTIC EXPRESSIONS AND THE
ESTABLISHMENT OF FORMAL ART EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS.

Y[?] GA AND NIHONGA STYLES

Y GA REFERS TO WESTERN-STYLE PAINTING ADOPTED BYJAPANESE ARTISTS, INCORPORATING OIL PAINTS AND REALISTIC
PERSPECTIVES. IN CONTRAST, NIHONGA MAINTAINED TRADITIONALJAPANESE METHODS AND MATERIALS, EMPHASIZING NATIVE
THEMES AND AESTHETICS. THE COEXISTENCE OF THESE STYLES DEFINED THE ERA’S ARTISTIC LANDSCAPE.

ART EDUCATION AND INSTITUTIONS

THE GOVERNMENT ESTABLISHED ART SCHOOLS AND MUSEUMS TO PROMOTE BOTH WESTERN ANDJAPANESE ART FORMS. THIS



PERIOD ALSO SAW INCREASED PARTICIPATION IN INTERNATIONAL EXHIBITIONS, SHO\X/CASINGJAPAN’S EVOLVING ARTISTIC
IDENTITY ON THE GLOBAL STAGE.

MobDERN AND CONTEMPORARY JAPANESE ART

FrROM THE TAISH PERIOD THROUGH THE PRESENT,JAPANESE ART HAS CONTINUED TO INNOVATE, REFLECTING SOCIAL CHANGES,
TECHNOLOGICAL ADVANCEMENTS, AND GLOBALIZATION.
